1) Welcome 
2) Approval of Previous Meeting Notes – approved minutes
3) Curriculum Updates (John)
a. In July, State Chancellor’s office issued an update to Title V – set minimum quals for instructors teaching Baccalaureate degrees as well as what BA requires in terms of units for upper division and lower division  
b. A student is considered to have satisfied the lower-division GE requirement if they complete the CalGETC pattern. Cypress College has proposed offering an alternative pathway: instead of limiting students to CalGETC alone, they could complete a local associate degree along with one or two additional courses to meet the Title V requirements. 
c. Curriculum Committee still needs to discuss and approve and move on to Senate, etc.
d. No official endorsement from Curriculum Committee, yet.
e. Applicable for the Drone program but may possibly be applicable for other future bachelor’s degree programs.
f. Phases 2B and 3 of Common Course numbering have an effective date of Fall 2027. Draft templates are available. Faculty input is key to finalizing these templates. 
4) Program Mapping Update (Magaly)
a. ADT and certificate maps are still being updated. 
b. AA/AS degree maps are being revised based on the local GE patterns after meetings with counselors and division coordinators. 
c. Some ADTs are published on program mapper; others are still pending updates. All AA/AS degrees are currently unpublished on program mapper while changes are pending. Working on a spreadsheet to track those that are done and still in progress.
d. Adding tile notes to courses with changes not yet reflected in the catalog. E.g. MATH 140 F. Due to ongoing developments related to AB 1705, we’ve been unable to update the catalog at this time. The situation remains fluid, and a collective decision was made to hold off on catalog revisions until there is more clarity, particularly as these changes significantly impact major pathways. 
5) Certificate Program Milestone Tiles 
a. Certificate Application Process update.  A team of deans and managers have been put together to talk about projects to get more students and keep them on our campus. Carlos, Albert, and Rena are discussing process for certificate applications. Conversation is ongoing, and we are getting more information on what each division does with their certificate applications. 
6) Linking maps with CSUF and Aspen Transfer Institute
a. CSUF has already mapped their programs and are ready to link maps to the Fullerton College maps. Fullerton College is holding off linking maps until the faculty has had a chance to genuinely meet, collaborate and agree upon what is in the maps and what courses will be respected once students get into CSUF and start working on their upper division requirements. 
b. The team has agreed to focus on two of the most popular majors for transfer to CSUF to start with (Business and Psychology). At the last Institute meeting, faculty of CSUF Business program and Business faculty of Fullerton College got together and made a lot of progress. The Psychology program was only represented by FC so continued discussion is needed, about the required math prerequisite, for example. 
c. A meeting between Psych department chairs outside of the monthly Aspen Institute meetings is being discussed.
7) Program Mapper and Students
a. Student Advocates have been moved to the Library and Learning Resource Division. Dani is the Dean overseeing the program, fostering collaboration between the Guided Pathways, FYE, and Student Success Advocates (SSA).
b. How might SSA appropriately reference Program Mapper to support students? How can we help familiarize them with Program Mapper.
c. Having students watch a video of how to use Program Mapper and what it’s for. Counseling indicated that it can be used as a tool but should be used with caution and that SSAs need to indicate that seeing a counselor is still important. Used as a preliminary / exploratory tool but not in exchange for counseling sessions.
d. Program Mapper has good content on the pages such as careers, salaries, and what to expect in terms of courses for that specific major. Highlight the values of the tool. 
e. Video for introduction to Program Mapper was already produced. Will follow up with counseling coordinators to discuss. Follow up with Deanna to locate videos.
8) College Scheduler Going Away
a. New system: Banner Self-service 9 (SSB9)
b. Additional features have potential for helping students with tracking and taking courses and creating their ED plans. There is also potential for integration with Program Mapper.
c. The District Tech meeting confirmed that SSB9 is being rolled out now, ahead of the originally planned Spring launch. However, the CSU/IGETC option buttons are not going to be published on the Fullerton site yet. We need to first ensure that SSB9 is correctly pulling appropriate courses and that all program information is fully updated.
d. As of now, students can search for classes on SSB9 but will have to register for the course at a different site. Soft launch of site 9.22.25
e. Filters for CCN, CSUGE, IGETC and CalGETC will be in place once scheduler goes live.
